· Routine reporting of the cases of diseases reaching health care facilities for treatment or service

· Data retrospectively gathered from medical records of patients known to have a disease
· No special effort is made to find unsuspected disease incidents.

· Usually detects disease only in those who call to report illness
· School nurses review attendance reports and illness symptoms and report trends on a monthly basis
· Case finding in the community mainly through door to door surveys

· Phone calls to gather information from institutions and healthcare providers

· Child care providers record child’s daily attendance and illness symptoms and report daily
· Prospective steps to identify patients who have or who may develop healthcare associated infections, using standardized definitions
· Case finding through clinical record reviews
